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Message from Mr. Wood: 
The results of the 2006-2007 High School Assessment administration were released recently by Maryland 

State Department of Education.  Cambridge-South Dorchester showed significant improvement in several 
areas and at least some improvement in all areas.  On the English II assessment, the overall pass rate 
went from 52% to 64%.  All sub-groups showed improvement and only in the Special Education sub-group 
did C-SD fail to make AYP.  At this time, we are appealing this sub-group with MSDE.  If the appeal is 

successful, Cambridge-South Dorchester would remain in year one of school improvement.  If not, we may 
remain in year one of school improvement or move to year two.  On the Algebra/Data Analysis 
assessment, the overall pass rate moved from 61% to 71%.  Of particular note, African American 
achievement moved up 24 percentage points to a 61% pass rate.  These English and Algebra/Data Analysis 
scores represent a vast improvement from the scores that these same students produced when tested in 

reading and math in grade 8 on MSA.  I commend all the teachers at C-SD for their hard work with these 
students.  On the Biology assessment, the scores improved by 1percentage point to 70% passing.  Within 

the next three years it is our hope that our first time test taker pass rate will exceed 80% on all 
assessments.

The Accreditation for Growth (AFG) Planning Team held its first meeting of the 2007-2008 school year on 
Thursday, September 13th at North Dorchester High School.  During this meeting, committee members 

compiled a list of common “Belief Statements”.  These belief statements are written to represent the values 
of our stakeholders as we seek accreditation from the Middle States Association of Colleges and Schools. 
Student members of our team include Mark Holiday (12th Grade), Molly Robertson (11th), Tyler Royal (10th) 
and Manar Dajani (9th).  The students participating in this process have done an excellent job expressing 

the views of our student body.  Mr. Henry Wagner, the new Assistant Superintendent for Dorchester 
County Public Schools was also in attendance for this component of the accreditation process.  Our next 
meeting will be held on Thursday, November 8, 2007 at 6:30.  Thank you to all of those who have helped 
us thus far.
